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Colonel Artillery's Message 

FROM COLONEL STEVE JOSKE, CSC 

This year has been another period of change forthe Royal Regiment ofAustralian 
Artillery. The structural changes resulting from the disestablishment of the Direc­
torate and Headquarters 1st and 2nd Divisional Artillery have been implemented 
and refined throughoutthe year. Phase 1 of the Restructuring of the Army (RTA) 
Trial has been executed with significant Gunnerparticipation in trial units and eval­
uation. Further developments have been made towards providing both the Field 
and Air Defence Branches ofthe Regimentwith the equipment required fortraining 
and the conduct of operations at the beginning of the 21 st Century. In this environ­
mentofchange, RA.t>. units have continued to strive to achieve the tacticalandtech­
nical exceJlencethat has been the hallmarkofthe Regimentthroughoutits history. 

I congratulate all who have been involved inthe RTA process, particularly the CommandingOfficerofSth!1 ih Me­
dium Regiment and his RTA staff. The results of Phase 1 of the Trial, the optimisation of a task force to conduct 
operations in defence of Australia against attack (DAA) onshore, have driven a 'stake in the sand' that signifies 
thatthe artillery regiment, as a grouping of indirect fire weapons, surveillance and target acquisition systems and, 
when the threat dictates, a!r defence, is back as the cornerstone ofthe task force's fighting power. The Phase 1 
results have vindicated the RAA's approach in supporting the Trial with the Regiment's full physical and intellec­
tual capacity. The wholehearted performance of the Gunners in the Fire Support Company ofthe trial motorised 
battalion has been comm~ndable in this respect. 

As RTA enters its seccn~ phase, with the development offorces fordefence of regional interests (DRI), the RAA 
must remain committed to the process. I predict with confidence that in the future, the greater part of the Army's 
firepower will continue to be provided by Gunners, serving in Gunner units. 

I would liketothankall ofthe other members ofthe Artillery Team. Thecontinuingsupport ofthe non-RAAofficers 
and soldiers who serve so professionally and loyally within our units remains critical to our success. Without the 
enduring support of our spouses and families, the RAA would soon disintegrate as a fighting force. Our entire 
Gunnertraining stresses the importance ofteam work and team spirit and we must always include the whole 
team in this. 

I would also like to thank the leadership of the RAA. Commanding Officers, RSMs, Battery Commanders and 
BSMs, together with Prin-.:ipal RAA Staff Officers, have continued to provide firm guidance to the Regiment 
throughout 1998. My pa;ticularthanks go to Lieut3rJant Colonels Ash Power, Bruce Armstrong, Frank Colley, 
Hugh Graham, Ray Brenn:Jn, Carl Wood and Jans V\,ynen who finish principal staff and command appointments 
at th:; end of the year. 

In addition to my appointrnentas Colonel Artillery, I have been double-hatted as Colonel Olympic Games. As I will 
be unable to give the R.A..,(I. my full attention in 1999, Lieutenant Colonel Heinz Muellerwill directthe routine busi­
ness of Land Commanc; Artillery. That business Ivill continue to be the proviSion of advice to the Land Com­
mander on all RAA m8;.iE':~'; including firepower t,)r RTA and major capital investment such as JP 117, the 
acquisition ofa medium::urraceto airmissilesystern (MSAM). As I stressed atthe Land CommandArtillery90n­
ference, JP 117 will be tnt'> most significant capabili:" enhancement provided to the RAA since our arrival in the 
missile age. 

RAA unitevaluationswill continueto be conducted by Land Command Artillery in accordancewith the Land Com­
mander's Directive fo r th;:l ,-E:chnical Control ofA rtille ry. Evaluation will remain the cornerstone ofRAA stand a rds 
and an example for the oHler Regiments and Corps ofthe Army to follow. As I have mentioned in my remarks at 
unitevaluationsthis year, 'hrothersin arms' conductthese exercises in a supportive spirit. Theirpurpose isto pro­
vide appraisalsthatwill ba considered in the design ofunittraining programs and, in so doing, maintain high levels 
of efficiency and safety across the Regiment. 

The pOSition ofthe RAA in the Australian Army ofthe future issecure. In orderto ensure that ourstanding remains 
critical to mission success, we must continue to provide fire that is safe to ourselves and the forces that we sup­
port, and is focused on the decisive destruction of the enemy, wherever and whenever he presents himself as a 
target. My observations, and those my staff, indicate that you are all maintaining standards in gunnery that fulfil 
this vision and for that I offer my cO:lgratulations and thanks. 
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From the Representative Colonel Commandant 
Fellow Gunners, 

It is now 18 months since the disestablishment of the Directorate of Artillery. The 
1997 RAA Liaison Letter informed us of the changes of responsibility that this 
would cause and it recognised the need for us all to provide strong supportto those 
who were to inherit additional tasks, particularly the Honorary Head of the Regi~ 
ment, Brigadier Kilpatrick. Unfortunately, we were not able to foresee just how tell~ 
ing some of those changes would prove. Much additional work has fallen on the 
School of Artillery and Land Command Artillery. I thank and congratulate the Chief 
Instructor, School ofArtillery and the Colonel, Land CommandArtillery and theirrb­
spective staffs, for the way in which they have willingly run with the unforeseen 
loads that have been thrust upon them. 

On a brighter note, the outcome of the RTA trials has been very successful for the 
RAA. We were heavily involved in testing the radical organisational structures that were proposed, particularly 
forthe devolution ofcommand ofartillery. Not surprisingly. the trials demonstrated, as has been recognised time 
and time again in the past, that command ofartillery must be retained at the highest practical level. Embedding (·f 
battery and even smallerartillery elements into supported arms units has been recognised as ineffective employ­
ment of our powerful resources. 

A further measure of recognition ofthe importance ofartillery firepower has been the recent decision to create an 
additional medium battery in 8th/1 ih Medium Regiment and to bring the planned move ofthe Regiment to DalWin 
fOlWard by one year. 

On behalf of all members of the RAA, I offer congratulations to 1 st Field Regiment on the recent celebration ofthe 
50th Anniversary of its formation. 

In the 1997liaison letter, I notedthatthe sources offunds for Regimental Committee activities are profits from The 
~.egimental Shopan~ from RAA members. I made an appeal to all of you to recognise the impcrtance 
of heritage matters amyo assist in funding them. Unfortunately, the responsetothis appeal has been verydisap~ 
pointing. Many units have contributed nothing to the Regimental Fund for some years, despite annual appeals 
being made to them/Therefore, when 1st Field Regiment sought funding assistance to build a 50th Anniversary 
monument, the Regimental Committee was not able to grant as much as desired. Since then the School ofArtil­
lery has donated $10,000 to the Fund, being $5,000 from each ofits Officers' and Sergeants' Messes. The ratio­
nale behind this/donation was the recognition that Gunndi"S, including students, visiting the School make a 
significant finantial contribution IO'N3rds the Regimental M~sses. I express my gratitude to the Officers, warrant 
officers and sefgeants ofthe School fortheir vision in making this very substa ntial contribution to maintaining our 
heritage. / .

From the Desk of The Regimental Master Gunner 
Since my appointment as the Regimental Master Gunner in Jan 98, we have all seen the School ofArtillery go 
through significant changes. At no stage in my long career have we had such a tumultuous period ofdisruption, 
particularly with the preparation and then the move from Nth Head to Puckapunyal. To the credit of all those in­
volved in the planning and then the move to Puckapunyal it has been a very smooth and trouble free transition 
from the old to the new. 

There are still a lot ofchanges occurring with in Army, and conseq uently some ofthese changes will effect training 
organisations as they head towards their new structures. This will have a flow on effect to the Arty School and the 
manner in which it currently operates. A significant change effecting the School is the formation of the Combat 
Arms Training Centre (CATC) at Puckapunyalwhich has assumed command overthe four combat schools. Un­
der the CATC umbrella additional changes that may effect the School are likely to include colour patch's, flags, 
unit title of schools, messes and in a host of other ways yet to be fully determined. The changes are discussion 
pOints ortopics for conversation and heated debate. Those posted to·any instructional or support position within 
the CATC for duty at the Arty School will continue to perform the same tasks and duties. 

The continuing changes within the CATC will hzve some effect on th'e RAA W01 positionswithin the new organi­
sation. The four combat schools will maintain a pacestick carrying W01 with an additional W01 position at the 
CATC. The W01 at CATC will be the corps RSIV'/RMG working for the Comdt. 

With greater emphasis being placed on chang€: and the need to restructure we have had and become more effi­
cient. The restructure ofmost ofthe Artytrades iswell underwaywith only the cross I migration training needing to 
be completed. this can only be achieved with the full support and cooperation ofeveryone, recognising that it will 
be more difficult for our part time soldiers. This g,'eaterefficiency this has not gone unrecognised, where recently 
pay cases for the restructured Artillery trades were successfully put to the DFRT. 

Although there is a lot ofchange the most important issue for all those posted as instructorsto any training estab­
lishment is, maintaining the focus on the delivery of high quality training. Maintaining the highest professio"gl 
level of instructional standard will ensure that trainees completing any course at the Arty School are ready to p0r­
form at a level not only to win the battle with fire power but to do it effectively, efficiently and safely. 

The fear of the unknown because of rumour, innuendo and ignorance has, and is still causing some anxiety 
amongstthose who have been or about to be posted to the School ofArtillery at Bridges Barracks, Puckapunyal. 
The reality is the School now occupies the most modern training facilities available within the defence force. The 
new facilities provide a unique opportunity to those posted to Puckapunyal to further develop their professional 
instructional skills particularly in the use of cOlTiputer based and electror,ic delivery techniques. 

Puckapunyal offers all the social and sporting activities found within any community and with the continued ex­
pansion ofthe Puckapunyal Military Area (PMAi greateremphasis is being placed on the social needs offamilies 
with assistance in finding suitable spouse employment, further education,child care and the list goes on.

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1999 - the RAA's Centenary

Did you know that on 14 July 1999 the Royal Regiment of Australian Artillery will celebrate the centenary of its 
foundationi Yes, the Gunners led the way to Australia's Federation. And perhaps even more surprisingly, the 
first moves began as far back as 1881 when the fledgling colonies in the antipodes appreciated their need for a 
united fronttoshore up a vulnerabilitywhich had been exacerbated bythewithdrawaloflmperialtroops from Aus­
tralian shores in 1870. 

At the 1881 Royal Commission on Military Defences in Sydney, President Chief Justice Sir James Martin to­
getherwith Major General Scratchley and the commandants of NSW, Victoria and South Australia were unani­
mous in advocating the formation of a Federal Regiment ofArtillery forten garrison batteries, two of which were 
situated in Victoria.2 Ten years later, Lieutenant Colonel D.C. Dean-Pitt, then Commanding Artillery in Victoria 
again proposed a Scheme for a Federal Australian Regiment of Permanent Garrison Artillery consisting of eight 
service and three depot batteries? The Colonial Defence Committee in London considered a submission on this 
matter in 1894 but could see no value to Imperialdefence.4 The Draft Federal Defence Agreement produced by 
the 1896 Federal Military Conference again strongly recommended a Federal Regiment as an essential factorin 
the future efficiency of the Defence Forces of Australia.s 

Twelve months latera furthersubmission tothe Colonial Office received a moresympathetichearing. The Colo­
nial Conference in 1897 was timed to coincide with Her Majesty Queen Victoria's Diamond Jubilee, a celebration 
which involved over70,OOO colonial troops from allovcrthe Empire. Colonial Secretary, Joseph Chamberlain ad­
vised that he be prepared to submit for Her Majesty's approval a proposal forthe amalgamation ofthe NSW, Vic­
toria and Queensland Permanent Artillery units." On 14 July 1899, Chamberlain wrote to the respective 
Governors of the colonies: 

I have the honour to inform you that Her Majesty the Queen has been graciously 
pleased to approve the proposal that the Permanent Artillery of New South Wales, 
V:ctc·~ia and Queensland should, in future, be designated the New South Wales, Vic­
toria, and Queensland Regiments of the Royal Australian Artillery/ 

Though this only concerned the Permanent Artillery ofthe three colonies, it was seen as a positive step towards 
Federation. The outbreak of the Boer War on 11 October 1899 put paid to any effective development of this 
scheme. but the Gunners had created the first template for unification ofthe Australian colonies. 

So, as we enterthe 99th year ofour illustrious Corps' ~xistence.what is being planned to celebrate ourcentenary? 
Since the titular head (the Director) has beensevere:l from the bodyofthe RAJ". t)ythe recent reorganisation , who 
will provide the strong hand needed at the helm to guide us towards this milestone? Here is the ideal opportunity 
forthe Regimental Committee ofthe RAA to show ~he strength ofits hand as the protectorofthe traditions, facts 
and folklore of our Corps. Now is the time to play that key trump to ensure the significance of 100 years ofthe 
Royal Regiment of Australian Artillery is celebratAd in true Gunner style - with a bang!

A Historical Reflection on the Australian 4th Field Artillery

The Gunner relaxed and proudly looked down from Mount Stuart across his regimental Chau Pha Lines, the City 
ofTownsville and out to Cleveland Bay where the setting afternoon sun still tinted tropical Magnetic Island. It had 
been a good day in the life ofthe 4th Field Artillery. The commanding officer had been very pleased with their dis­
play for the visiting General: if the CO was happy, The Gunner was happy. 

He stretched his tired muscles thinking that, though he looked tn ~ part ofa fit and tanned Digger, his almost 150 
years of heritage sometimes belied this facade. The Gunner lay back with a smile and rested his eyes ... he 
thought he could hear 'British Grenadiers', the Regimental March vaguely in the distance ... he heard a round of 
ammunition slammed into the breech ofa Hamel Gun ... the strident regimental airswelledand the gun fired ... he 
seemed to be flying along with the projectile ... out into the void and up to the vertex '" then plummeting down­
wards as the 'Grenadiers' beat continued ... 

The Gunner's mindbecame a kaleidoscope of4th,s images ... cOl!dllcting civil affairs in Somalia, shooting from a 
fire support base in Vietnam, manhandling guns on Bougainvi/le island, undercamouflage in the blistering Syrian 
sun of1941... 

.. , down he plummeted back through the time tunnel ofMilitia gllf!1lers tmining in gas masks between the wars, 
the devastated, cratered landscape and the mudofthe Great Wa ~... the fledgling Federation field gunners. To the 
fading airs of the 'British Grenadiers', he saw the smart blue jackets with the red facings ofthe colonial gunners ... 
then they also faded ... 

'Pree-sent arms!' thundered the guard commander and the soldiers lining the entrance to the Victorian Legisla­
tive Council building crashed their palms against rifle woodwork and stamped their feet in perfect compliance. 
The members of the Council which administered the affairs of the three year old Colony of Victoria filed through 
tf:s ranks ofthe soldiers from the 40,h (2nd Somerset) Regiment ofFoot. The Gunner fo/lowod them, marvelling at 
the splendoL'" of the unifol ms or the Imperial soldiers, but wondering deep down just how long they would con­
tinue to defend the novice Colony.

These reflections are a brief cameo of a lineage, which takes the reader from a modern 4tn Field Artillery unit in 
Townsville back to roots in colonial Victoria. Unfortunately, this potentially proud heritage has never been consoli­
dated and by the very nature ofthisdiversity, the thread ofthe lineage is not obvious. Little ras been written about 
any Australian gunner unit whose life spans more than half a dozen years. Doctor David Homerin his 1995 book 
The Gunners points out that it is the first complete history ofthe A'ISi.ralian artillery. Beforethis, there were numer­
ous stories of gunner units covering predominantly war years but only one Royal Australian Artillery unit history 
which spans the development of our nation - A History of 'A' B'lttery by Richmond Cubis, written following that 
unit's centenary in 1971. 

So why then the 4th Field Artillery? Are there, for example, any p:.:.rtirularhistorical, social or :'1i1itary issues, which 
could be better, understood by telling its story? Who is 'The GUldl€r' and what are his qual.fications to comment 
on the values or activities of this unit? 

The Gunneris the vehicle bywhich the author has chosen to comnlent on events, policies arK! attitudes at various 
times. ArthurBurkewas a citizen then regular Australian artillerym:;n for 33 years. He began as a private soldier 
and retired as a lieutenant colonel in 1993. Commissioned dUrifi{; ltle Army's expansion forthe Vietnam War, he 
saw active service on the gun line and as a forward observer with the infantry. He was trained for gunnery and 
technical staffs in the UK and forthe general staff in Australia. CC1h)nel Burkp served as an instructor in field gun­
nery, managed a project which produced a field gun and was the ~'el1ioroperations officer on Headquarters 1st Di­
vision. He commanded a field battery and the 4th Field Regiment of the Operational Deployment Force. Arthur 
Burke puts this experience into 'The Gunner' and provides credibility to the caricature ofa soldier in the 4 th Austra­
lian Field Artillery. 

Horner believes that 'Gunners are a proud breed'. Theirinvolvementin more ofAustralia'swars than any otherel­
ement of the Defence Force is an integral part of that pride. There are mar.] facets to gunnery but the cardinal 
trade ofthe fundamental branch of the Royal Australian Artillery is that ofth(; field gunners. It is they who provide 
the close liaison with and fire support forthe combat arms oftheArmy. The fipld gunneris constantly nearertothe 
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enemy than any of his artillery peers. His ability to concentrate firepower is immediate, accurate and intimate. 

This facilitates victories on the battlefield. The field gunner's unit is the regiment (or brigade as it was called until 

1939) which is allocated in direct support of each infantry brigade. To avoid confusion with name changes, a ge­

neric unit title '4th Field Artillery' has been adopted. 


The evolution ofthe 4th has several parallels. Its roots lie in the Victorian colonial era of the 1850s when Britain be­

gan withdrawing troops to support her allies in the Crimean War, an event which arguably initiated our country's 

struggle towards nationhood. Marching along this same path was an emerging Australian Army, a necessary 

su bstitute forth e dwind ling I mperial forces. Th e lineage of th e 4th parallels th is matu ration, its contin uity a nd sur­

vival providing tangible examples of colonial then federal government attitudes towards defence and defence "'.;; 

forces. 


The heart of the 4th Field Artillery is more than technical capabilities, effective firepower or survivability - it is the 

• -i-dedication and the profeSSionalism ofthe men who give the unit a personality. It is the men who stepped into the J 


breech when theircountry needed volunteers in both peace and war. Theirfives reflect attitudes in society, partic­

ularly concerning such national traits as patriotism and self-reliance. The patriotism springs from the initial nov­

elty of. donning a uniform, is enhanced via the fierce patriotism in support of the Mother Country at war, and 

matures with the recognised need and pride in providing an effective defence for our nation. The self-reliance il­

lustrates a social history enhanced by the spirit ofthe ANZACs, which has emerged today as a typically admirable 

Australian trait. The anecdotal evidence in this story has been obtained from diary extracts and recorded inter­

views. It is interwoven to provide relief from clinical facts and to pro'tide a very real personality to the 4th. 


Into the Breech is more than a historical reflection on the Australian 4tt1 :~ietd A,1i11ery. It is more than an under­

stand ing of the social, politicafi:md military development of ou r nation. This is a tribute to the professionalism of 

the Australian field gunner. 


ArthurBurke is the honorary historian of.:f1' Field Artillery RAA. Since his (etirement from the ARA in 1993. 
he has been working on Into the Breech. which he aims to publish in the year 2000. Apart from completing 
interviews with several ofthe post 1960s commandfng officers, he has completed the research phases of 
his project and is currently writing the first draft.

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RAA TRAINING FROM THE COMBAT ARMS TRAINING CENTRE 
The Combat Arms Training Centre (CATC) was raised as a project at the commencement of 1998. On 1 Jul98 
the CATC project was given the role and responsibilities of an operating headquarters, which broughtthe combat 
arms schools under its command. 

The function ofthe RAA within the CATC is to direct and action all ofthe phases ofthe training cycle, less the con­
duct phase, which is the responsibility of the School ofArtillery. The CATC also has many other responsibilities 
on behalfofthe CombatArms, which includes advising on all matters of Occupational Health and Safety and be-

the Trade Sponsor the employment of soldiers within the Combat Corps. 

It is this last area that has received a greatdeal ofattention in the past 12 to 18 momhs. Ithas been the CATC's re­
sponsibility to progress the RAA Trades Restructure to the Defence Force Remuneration Tribunal during the 
year. This involved field visits to 1311.0cating Battery in Shoalwater Bay and A Field Battery at Singleton Range. 
This culminated in the Court Hearing in Canberra during the early part of August. Most units would have been 
briefed on the effects of the case by the time the Liaison Letter is produced; thus, the details ofthe case are not 
represented here. 

This RAA has made Significant changes to its training regime overthe pasttwo years. These changes have been 
reflected in the new trade structures, which were approved by the DFRT. These changes have meant that the 
train ing given to RAA soldiers provides the Corps with a greater flexibility in employment of its person nel asset 
and improved capabilities on the battlefield. In considering the RAA case, the DFRT also awarded a new pay 
structure to the RAA, based on the training, skills, knowledge and qualifications that soldiers now receive. In 
many cases, these changes have seen an improvement in pay because of the increases in skills, knowledge and 
qualifications that our soldiers gain during their progression within the Corps. 

It is anticipatedthatthe majority ofFTsoldiers will convertto the new trade structure and pay system by the end of 
this year. However, there may be some delays in the processing of information for PT soldiers, as this has to be 
completed without electronic database support. Soldiers should expect to be informed in writing oftheirtrade 
and the place thatU',eywili move to in the new trade structure, or anytrainingthatthey are required to undertake to 
move successfully to the new structure. 

Next year, the CATC will be in a position to execute all of its capabilities with a full staff compliment. Should any­
one have concerns about RAA training or related issues, then the CATC is the point of contact. The CATC's fo­
cus forthe RAA in the next 12 months is to ensure that a program of review for all RAA training is put into effect. 
The intention is to validate all training introduced since the commencement of the Ar tiileryCentre Review Team in 
1996 and the subsequent ratification ofthe RAA training regime provided by the D:-'RTin Aug 98. As part ofl~is 
process, the CATC has been abletogatheragreatdeal of responses during unitvis:i.:;. Your continued inpul into 
the RAA training regime will be appreciated.

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8th/12th MEDIUM REGIMENT 
8th/1 ill Medium Regiment remained the key RAA unit responsible forthe development and evaluation ofjoint of­
fensive fire concepts during the Restructuring of the Army Task Force (RTA TF) Trial. 

Phase 1 of the Trial is now complete and a generic TIer 2 structure will be submitted to the RTA Steering Group. 
The important point forthe RAA is that after extensive tria ling in 6 RAR it was recommended that embedding did 
offer advantages; however, the advantages were not significant enough to warrant embedding. At the final Opti­
misation Seminar, it was decided that a Unit, which grouped the TF's sensorto shooter assets, would be raised. 
This unit was named the Surveillance Target Acquisition and Response Battalion to reflect the capabilities it 
housed. The draft structure and SED can be viewed on the Unit's homepage at www1.tpgLcom.au/us­
ers/812mdm.tpgi.com.au. TheSED, SOPs and Army Tria Is Doctrine will be handed overto 7TFforfurtherevalu­
ation in 1999. In addition to RTA TF Trial commitments, A Field Battery and 103 Medium Battery completed 
numerous successful live fire field exercises in support of their respective manoeuvre units. 

103 Medium Battery. 103 Medium Battery commenced the year almost immediately with the first battery live fire 
exercise, Supine Civet at Singleton. The Battery was again ca lied upon to demonstrate its versatility by deploying 
the light Gun due to 155 mm ammunition constraints. Designated as an 'OP' end e>:efcise, several hours of 
RAAF MC-32 Macchi in the first two days honed the JOST ACO drills. On the gun line , iocal defence procedures 
were enhanced with the trialing of Project Ninox equipment provided by the School of Infantry. 

In May, the Battery deployed to Puckapunyalon Exercise TIgerCharge. Othercombined e;ements included avia­
tion, engineers a nd tank su pport. Good use was made ofthe initial period ofthe exercise with JOSTs and 
conducting severaltactical marches and dry fire event based fireplans. A combatteam attack enabled a period of 
static local defence for the gunline and excellenttraining for the JOSTs with the empl0yment of reduced safety 
procedures. 

Following Exercise Tigers Chargethe CLOG was involved in Exercise Predators Crawl and Silicon Safari in Dar­
win. In June the Battery officers deployed to the School of Infantry for a 5/7 RAR (Mechanised) sponsored 
Warfighier Seminar. The primary aim ofthe serr.inarVl3S to discuss the requirement forthe future Army mecha­
nised capability. 

During this period, a JOSTwasdeployed on Exercise Pacific Bond with a company from 5/7 RAR (Mechanised). 
The main effort ofthe deployment was the participation in a JRTC rotation at Fort Polk, Louisiana, USA with ele­
ments of the 25th Infantry Division Light. Other exchanges included Exercise Long Look where the Battery ex­
changed appointments with the British Army's 4 Fd Regt RA based in Germany. Exercise Mallee Bull saw 
another JOST deployed, this time to Brunei with a Squadron from 2nd Cavalry Regim::mt. 

In July, the third live fire exercise and battery evaluation commenced at Singleton. Ex Dos Equine included 
CAIRS, support and elements form SnRAR (Mechanised). Due to the torrential rain, tj1e M113s of the CLOG 
were forced to adoptthe unusual procedure offollowing thegunlineduring deploymen1s, as invariably anyB vehi­
cle that would venture off the road would be bogged to the axles. 

The main effort of the yea r, Exercise Ph oen ixsaw elements ofthe Battery deplOy to Mc'.!!''''t Bumh~y Training Area 
and TIndal in September. The Battery's primary task was to aSSist the visiting US Army's B-1I17 Field Artillery 
Battery which deployed four M1 09 A6 Paladin as concept demonstrators. Their visit .:;u:minated in a firepower 
demonstration followed by redeployment to Tindal to conduct operations in support o~ 1 TF. 

A Field Battery. Posting cycles resulted in a large changeoverofkey personnel, partic~-':AI1y into the three JOST. 
With all positions finalised, the year began as 1997 had ended - parachute continuation tiaining. This had a so­
bering effect on all partiCipants and refocused the battery onto the demands of para';;lt ;[ing. 

Continuation training was followed by a weekofartillerytechnicaltradetraining. This s?wthe JOSCC and JOST 
deploy to Puckapunyal to utilise the excellent facilities at the School of Artillery. The gUll line mo .ed onto Hols­
worthy range to shake out the cobwebs and develop light scales SOP in orderto more efficiently provide the level 
ofindirect fire support required by the PBG. Trade training complete, the battery was ready to commence live fir-

The first LFX forthe yearwas conducted at Townsville Field Training Area, commencing with a J05CC and JOST 
operational drop into Townsville airport. This was a realistic jump that was highly beneficial to all irlVolved. The 
exercise began at a frantic pace with the BC keen to ensure his JOST were up to the task ofcarryir'J heavy loads 
over long distances. Integration with Support Company, 3 RAR assets proved to be successful,drawing both sub 
units into a close working relationship. A four day regimental phase with 4 Field Regiment provided an excellent 
training opportunity, particularly as the battery generally concentrates on independent operatior:3.

The demands of PSG ops (no 
vehicles) allowed a 50 km advance to contact forthe JOSCC and JOST. The guns were also doing it hard, with 
manhandling being the preferred mode oftransport. The exercise provided many highlights, these including the 
development ofthe battalion Surveillance and TargetAcquisition (STA) plan with the JOSCC at the helm, and live 
fire company attacks which further entrenched the battery's place within the PSG. The opportunityto conduct ad­

. vanced training highlighted the current !evel of training within the battery . ....' ' 
The final majoractivity ofthe yearwas the battery evaluation at Singleton. Despite large manning deficiencies, all 
functional groups demonstrated they were ready to meettheir NTM. Key personnel provided supnortto the exer­

t- cise from 3 RAR, as well as elements ofSupport Company. This added reality to the evaluation 8nd allowed as­
sessment under realistic conditions. Again, advanced training was conducted, this time in the form of a danger 
close practice. 

Future. In 1999 the Regiment will continue to contribute to the future Army by developing and tria ling doctrine 
and structures that will best provide surveillance, targeting, acquisition andjointoffersive support to a Tier 1 TF in 
otherASP97 tasks (off-shore OM, DRI and DGI). Looking out further,1 (j'3 Mdm Sty is programm9dto move per­
manently to Darwin in 2000/2001 with A Fd Sty remaining in Sydney to support the Parachute 88.ttalion GrQup. ' 
Whilst senior HQs ar~Jloting the need for a Regiment ih Darwin, the future remains unclear.and ~upport from all) 
quarters will be welcomed.'

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7th FIELD REGIMENT 

1999 has seen essentially the same team remain to represent the Gunners on the northern side of the harbour. 
LTCOLRayBrennan has had his tenure extended fora further12 months, MAJ Shaun Harding has moved upthe 
corridorto OPSO/BC HQ Bty and CAPT Brandon Wood has arrived from 4 Fd Regt to take over as ADJT. The rea 
mainder of key appointments began the year unchanged from 98, however, by April the incumbent QM, W01 
Rick Griffin decided that it was time to call it a day. 'Double-hatting' within 7 Fd Regt continues. 

The CO's focus for 99 has been two·fold. Training has remained orientated towardshoning individual skills within 
the sub-unit environment. As a result, all Live Firing Exercise weekends have been structured with an emphaSis 
towards developing those skills required of particular positions within the btysetting. The emphaSis remains upon 
getting the basics consistently correct, with an obvious eye to the unit's AFX at Wide Bay Training Area in July as 
an opportunity to develop further from here. 

The other aspect of the CO's focus in 99 has been retention and recruiting. Changes to the recruiting process 
have led to both insufficient and inconsistent recruiting numbers. Retention has therefore become fin even 
greater priority within 7 Fd Regt and, as a result, a number of activities in the past 12 months have attempted to 
vary the training for unit members while also maintaining the focus of what it means to wear the uniform. VAP 
weekends and the annual WO/NCOleadershipweekend have been extremely successful, both from the point of 
view ofsoldiers keen to test their mettle on the SME muscle toughening cou rse or5/7 RAR's obstacle course, and 
from the requirement to expose the soldiers to aspects of life in an Artillery unit beyond the traditional rolt:! IJfpro­
viding and co-ordinating fire support. This year has also been marked by a greaterexposureto varied sm[1l1-arms 
practices, including the utilization of simulation at 3 RAR's Firing and Training System. 

With a view towards the imminent reduction ofthe RegularArmy presence inthe Sydney region, 7 Fd Regt has at­
tempted to become more visible, both to the general public and to the manoeuvre units of8 Bdewhom we count 
as our customers do. The firing of both the Australia Day and Queen's Birthday Salutes from the foreshores of 
Sydney Harbour, as well as participation at both the Newcastle and RAS Sydney EasterShows, has provided an 
opportr.mity forthe soldiers to demonstrate their skills to a diverse and admiring public. After an informal discus­
sion last year, the GovernorofNSW, a former Gunner himselfin the 8ritisil Army, also visited the unit at Singleton 
during a LFX weekend in May. Despite remarking upon how the equipment had progressed since his days in the 
RA, the Governor noted that the dedication and professionalism ofgun detachments remained just as crucial to­
day. 

As I write this the emphasis of unit training remainsto prepare forthe AFX in Jut While a unit·level exercif.E", it will 
involve elements ofmost 8 Bde units and willthus provide an excellentopportunityto furtherdevelopthe r':Hation­
ship between manoeuvre commanders and their JOSCCs and JOSTs. For the gunline it will provide a different 
training environment and an opportunity to experience real rates of fire for prolonged periods. This exorclse is 
much anticipated by all members of 7 Fd Regt. 

The past 12 months have been extremely busy for 7 Fd Regt. It has seen an ever-increasing demand baing 
placed upon all commandersto balance the competing requirements ofmaximizing corps-specifictraini,,'g tJ en­
hance !:1dividual and sub-unit skills with the need to also provide a variety of training as a means of retalljr~J the 
numbers of Part Time members. With the spectre ofArmy's focus remaining firmly upon 1 Bde in Darwin. tll~l es­
sential r~~quirement to maintain a lean and combat-ready Part Time, and the still unspecified commitme:l, ~o the 
Sydne:,2000 Olympics, the next 12 months will undoubtedly prove to be even busierfor 7 Fd Regt. We WGI.ld not

Twelve months in the Premier Regiment 

15t Field Regiment from Jun 98 to Jun 99 has participated in a plethora of diverse activities and exercises. This 
has given the unit a broader range of knowledge and expertise in areas itwould not normally have exposureto. 

RAA gunnery training was the focus ofthe second six months of 1998. Weekend deployment exercise, Exercise 
Tigers Advance for 1 05 Bty and Exercise Synchro Astro were all designed with the units operational security and 
protection in mind; wh ile stills delivering firepower on time and on target. I n the midst of its tactical training, 1 04til. 
Fd Bty managed to undertake a challenging and rewarding adventurous training activity in the PerisherNationsl 
Park ski slopes. The partiCipants undertook several days of introductory cross-country skiing and then went onto 
complete an overnight activity.

Whilst RCE was inn operation the unit had to fulfil another role which was to provide members forthe Christmas 
rotation on Operation 8ellsi in Bougainville, In all, the unit sent nine members to partiCipate in the activities ir~ 
Bougainville. Again those members involved acquired new skills and received an insight into operational servict: 
requirements. 

For the first six months of 1999, the unit's focus was consolidating from the RCE and Operation Bel lsi commit­
ments. In the January99 the unit beganJhe yearwith Exercise Gunner's Revengewhich focused on Infantry Mi­
nor Tactics which included several days of white water rafting and rappelling ·;onducted at the end of each 
exercise.

In accordance with its miSSion, the Sty provides support to a variety of courses conducted by all wings at the 
School of Artillery. These supporting tasks include the following:

Equipment 

The Sty is equipped with eight M2A2s , ten Land Rovers and eight Unimogs. The Sty is also ab~e to utilise six 
L 119's as required from Regimental Training Wing. All other equipment is in accordance with a Land Comd FD 
Sty. 

Hi~t.ory 

53lnc:lep Trg Sty has a proud Ilnl3age, which dates back to the First World War. The Stywas raised in 1916 as part 
oft:le expansion of the 1 sl AIF and became part of 14 Artillery Sde, 5 Div. Its first taste of the warwas its involve­
ment inthe Sattle ofFromeliesduring 19-20 Ju11916. The Sty's most famous incidentofthewarwasthe claim by 
tWI) gunners of the Sty, Gunners Robert Suie and Snowy Evans, that they downed the Red Saron. 

Setw~·en th~ wars, the Sty re'11ained part of 14 Fd Sde RAA, a militia unit, located at Marrickville NSW. 

Or. 25 Jun 1942,53 Fd Sty erllbarked on the S.S. Anhui for New Guinea as a militia unit. The Sty subsequently 
provided fire support to 7 Aus: Div on the Kokoda Trail. The Sty manhandled, through trackless jungle, two dis­
m,mt.led 25 Pounder Guns to Owers Corner in order to bring the guns into range of the Japanese at loribaiwa 
Ri,jg.':), the most southern point of the Japanese advance on the Kokoda Trail. Forthis, the Sty received a Special 
Order from HQ RAA 7 Aust division 

Aft.:>-lhis campaign, the Sty was sent to Milne Say where it prepared to become part of the support artillery for 9 
Aust Div assault on Lae. During this period, the Sty was redesignated as an AIF unit. Afterthe battle for Lae, the 
Sty ''I\'as returned to Aust in 1944 to become the Depot Sty at the School of Artillery at Holsworthy NSW. 

On Thurs 16 Aug 1945 A Tp 53 Fd Sty, with four 25 Pounder Guns, provided a victory salute of 101 guns at the 
Sydney Outer Domain to commemorate the end of World War Two. This salute is the largest salute ever fired by 
the RAA. 

On 16 Oct 1946 53 Fd Sty moved to North Head with the relocation of the School of Artillery to that location. The 
disbandment date of the Sty is still not clear although recent information has surfaced that 53 Fd Sty was ab­
sorbed into A I d Sty for occupational force duties in Japan. 

531ndep Trg Sty was re-raised on Fri 30 Jan 1998, as part of the relocation of the School ofArtillery to Puckapun­
yal. This date was set when the Sty received four M2A2 howitzers from Sandiana. 
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As part ofthe re-raising ofthe Bty and a development of its esprit de corps the Bty is planning to visit Papua New 
Guinea to walk the Kokoda Trail in late 1999 and place a plaque at the location ofthe gun that fired from Owers 
Corner. 

The First Year 

The first year, upto writing this article in Sep, has been a busyyearforthe Bty. It started the yearat 85 % manning 
and with virtually no equipment. Within the first month of existence the Sty had sent elements to LWC Canungra, 
Sydney and Bandiana totake delivery ofits equipment, most in dubiousstate of repair and mostwithout complete 
CES, conduct conversion training forthe M2A2, conduct trade testing and conduct a Sty live fire exercise to de­
velop its SOFsand manning. The Sty provided mostofthe manningforthe opening parade forthe School ofArtil­
lery at Bridges Barracks and provided guns to two other salutes in Victoria in March. 

Throughoutthe year the Bty has conducted thirteen field exercises and fired 3064 rounds in support to courses, 
varying from :,alf-day static shoots to four-day fire and movement exercises. The Bty has conducted its own ad­
venturous trg activity, a Bty IMT exercise and a Minimi conversion course. 

Sy the end ofthe yearthe Bty will have qualified all its members on a detachment commanders course, had five 
members attend a subject one for CPL course, qualified all members in at least one other a rtillery trade skill and 
migraBd all SNCOs in the Sty. 

After a busy year in 1998 the future for the Sty looks bright as it shows the way to the RAA with most support is­
sues resolved and a routine esfablished. For 1999, the Bty is looking forward to a busy but Jess hectic yearwith a 
possible highlight of an overseas activity.

LEIGHTON BATTERY HERITAGE SITE 

In 1988, following a meeting of interested people and associations, the Royal Australian Artillery Historical Soci­
ety ofWestern Australia was formed with the aim of preserving the artillery heritage ofthis State. About the same 
time, a land developersuggested that the area ofBuckland H ill in the Fremantle district, which had been set aside 
as Public Open Space, might be of interest to the artillery community. 

The reason was an extensive tunnel system, in the limestone feature, which had been constructed during the 
Second World War as part of a coastal battery facility. There were also gun emplacements and a semi buried 
command post in the area. The developer had the choice of completely eliminating all signs ofthe facility oren­
deavoring to have someone, or an organisation, take over the area to develop it into something useful. 

The meeting decided to accept the offer of developing the site as an artillery heritage museum and being Public 
Open Space, the proposal required the approval of State Governmentdepartments and the excising ofthe area 
covered by the planned museum. In the meantime, funds were acquired; to build vehicle access and a pedestrian 
traCk, to fence the site and to coverthc myriad ofother things, such as running water and electricityto the site. 

Overthe intervening years, the Society ilas been most fortunate to attract financial grants from the WA Lotteries 
Commission, Australia Remembers Committee, WA Tourism Commission and other organisations, and as a re­
sult, it has been possible to achieve many goals. On occaSions, it has been possible to eke out the funds by the 
wonderful efforts made by Society volunteers. 

The Buckland Hill complex has been listed in the Registerof National Estate as a significant World War II Defence 
Facility. 

At what is now termed the Leighton Battery Heritage Site much work has been done. In the Anti-Aircraft Com­
mand Post (a relic ofthe 5.25 AAJCA Battery), volunteers have developed a kitchen and an internal toilet for use 
when working in the facility. The main area has been fitted with display panels depicting the CoastArtilleryBattery 
position in 1943, the proposed additions as ofthatdate and the arcs offire covered by the batteries, also the meth­
ods of controlling fire of the 6 inch and 9.2 inch batteries. A display has also been prepared with respect to 
Anti-AircraftArtiliery, as the second AA Battery commissioned in the Fremantle area was close to the SOCiety's 
area and it also had a secondary CA role. 

In the tunnel complex, the gun crew shelters have displays depicting various aspects ofartillery activities and his­
tory. One ofthe magazines houses an dmmunition display, the otller a full scale cutaway model ofa BL 6 in Mk VII 
barrel depicting the build up of a gun barrel and various photographs of artillery pieces. The projectile room has 
been made into a small chapel whel e t11e names of the artillery units associated with Westem Australia are re­
corded and the names of the personnel of those units, who gave their lives on active service. 

The tunnel system in itself is of co m:idl-';rable interest as people ~Jenerally are not aware of its existence. Apart 
from the AA Command Post, the re is d :, 25-inch gu n emplacerrent a nd its associated underground rooms. One 
ofthe 6-inch gun emplacements was .mearthed in almostcomplclte form and this has been partially restored. The 
other 6-inch emplacement was reduced to ground level and its outline has been clearly depicted. 

In November1997, His ExcellencyU,p. GovernorofWestern Aw:.tralia, Major-General Michael Jeffery AC MC of­
ficially opened the Leighton Battery Heritage Site. The ceremony provided recognition forthe contribution made 
by the members ofthe Society, many ofwhom no doubt thoughtthatwhen the project commenced it was "mission 
impossible" 

The site is open for public access via yuided tou.:; on the first Sunday of every month (except January). Already 
over2,OOO visitors have experienced tha facility and from the feedback received it is being acknowledged as one 
of the most significant artillery heritage museums on the west coast of Australia.

Introduction 

There is never adull moment at the North Fort Museum. The pace ofactivities increases month by month and the 
outcomes from the efforts of many people and support organisations are significant in anyone's terms. 

This report provides information on the RAA Historical Company. what happened in FY 97/98 at the North Fort 
Museum. what is planned for FY 98/99 and concludes with a commercial and several acknowledgments. 

RAA Historical Company 

From the time the School ofArtillery moved to Puckapunyal and the Directorate ofArtillery was disbanded in late 
1997. the RAA Historical Society's (RAAHS) Committee of Management ceased to function. To continue the 
management of the North Fort-Museum, an organisation was needed to replace this committee. 

In November 1997, a Board Designate of the proposed new RAA Historical Company (RAAHC) was agreed by 
the RAAHS Committee ofManagement and, as it was confidently anticipated thatthe new company would be in­
corporated in February 1998, Colonel Don Tait (Retd), the Acting Presidentofthe RAAHS Committee ofManage­
ment decided to manage the Museum with the Board Designate from January 1998 until the RAAHC was 
incorporated_ Dueto problemswith incorporation, this arrangement has hadto continue until'24 September1998 
when the company was formally established.~

The 1996 Development Plan and the North Fort Vision remain the core docu ments for progressing the North Fort 
Museum towards a national and international artillery venue. These documents were used by the Board to de­
velop its FY 98/99-business plan and budget. 

FY 97/98 

The business units have worked extremely well providing good line management, utilisation ofscarce resources 
and sound outcomes for all areas ofthe Museum (the North Fort Museum comprises the Museum. 9.2 inch Bat­
tery Fortifications. Defence ofSydney Monument, Observation Platform. shop complex and picnic and barbecue 
area). Their achievements throughout the year. ably supported by our Defence personnel, include: 

arranging manpowersupport from RAA units across Australia to supplementthe work force provided 
by a small number of active RMHS members and the Friends of North Fort; 

significant development in the library and research areas; 

completion ()Jthe Gun Park in Display Building 4; 

the ordering and delivery of new internal signs; 

fu:1her restoration to the 9.2 inch fortifications including significant work by 7 Fd Regt in the Engine 
Room; 

road refurbishment; 

formal tour guide training for an additional twenty-five tour guides; 

A grant submission forthe Memorial Walk to the Department of Veterans' Affairs (the Memorial Walk 
will comprise monuments for the Colonial Wars, WW1, \NVV2, Post 1995 Campaigns and Peace­
keeping Operations and the Home Front. It will be erected alonfi a bush track that links up with the De­
fence of Sydney Monument); and 

The planning process for FY 98/99. 

FY 98/99 

For FY 98/99 it is planned to achieve the following: 

Open a new shop complex comprising Coffee and Fort shops tilat are fully equipped, stocked and 
management by a part time employee (this complexis located in the eastern MQ, which has been gut­
ted and refurbished. Itwill beopenedforbusinessfrom 17 October1998-thecostexceeds$15000); 

re-organise the administrative complex and provide facilities in it for members (this complex is lo­
cated in the western MQ, which has been refurbished - the cost S5000); 

utilise the Observation Platform as a function area (discussions with a wedding car, three cater­
ing and events companies to progress the function aspects of the platform are proceeding); 

improve the promotion and marketing of the Museum; 

raise the remaining funds (S50000) forthe Memorial Walk and. funds permitting, construct the Walk 
(the Walk will cost S134000);

raise $65000 to erect a high technology camouflage net overthe Northern Gun Emplacement and to 
complete the displays in it; 

erect the new internal signs throughout the Museum and order, purchase and erect external signs 
leading to the Museum (overall cost $10000); 

establish a Sponsors' Hall and Artillery Hall of Fame in Artillery Hall (58 to $10000); 

complete the deSign and costing ofthe Colonial Exhibition and the Science and Mathematics Display 
in Artillery Hall ($10000 in FY 99/00); 

establish, using 8112 Mdm Reg!, the carpentry and metal workshops as working displays (the project 
will cost about $5000); 

complete the ammunition markings on the 9.2 inch dummy rounds that were donated by the RAA As­
sociation (NSW) Inc and position them in the Shell Store ofthe Northern Gun Emplacement; 

purchaseadditional9.2 inch dummy rounds fromanotherdonation by RAAAssociation (NSW) Inc; 

expand the membership of the RAAHC and improve the information flow to them through the new 
Cannonball periodi~al; 

continuethe networking with RAA unitsandtheirsupporttotheMuseum (1,4,7 and23Fd Regts, 8/12 
Mdm Reg!, 16 AD Regt and 201 Regional Cadet Unit have or are about to give support to the Mu­
seum); 

formalise the tour guide training package in to a TAFE accredited course and train more tour guides; 
and 

sign an agreement with Defence to operate the Museum (this agreement is a formal contract with 
Army to operate the North Fort Museum by the RAAHC. The Board has completed the necessary 
steps to progress the document and now waits for Army to complete its lengthy staffing process). 

This is an ambitious program for FY 98/99. It has to be achieved ifthe RAAHC is to fulfil the vision forthe future of 
the Museum, particularlyestablishing its internal statusforthe OlympiCS. To do itthe North Fort Museum needs fi­
nancial and personnel support. 

Commercial
